Therefore go and 

make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and 

teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you.

the one who rules like the one who serves. For who is greater, the one who is at the table or the one who serves? 

Is it not the one who is at the table? But I am among you as one who serves.
